Snapshot of the 2016/17 monitoring programme

What was found during the
2016/17 inspections and annual
monitoring

Marlborough District Council
monitored all 54 dairy farms during
the 2016/17 survey. Monitoring
consists of conducting a site visit to
each farm and assessing any records
that are required to be provided by
resource consent conditions.

This season a second compliance
report was completed for each farm
which assessed the compliance
against the Proposed Marlborough
Environment Plan (PMEP) rules for
dairy shed effluent.

85% of farms were rated as
compliant after first inspection, this
increased to 91% after follow up
inspections were completed.

1 50/0 of farms were assessed as
non-complaint, this decreased to 9%
after the follow up inspections.

Non-compliance was due to ponding
and the discharge of effluent within
20m of a waterway.

Significant non-compliance is due to
storage systems being located within
20m of waterway and lack of storage.

Areas of Non-compliance:

Ponding of effluent.

Discharge of effluent

within 20m of a waterway.

Storage system located within 20m
of a waterway.

* No storage.

Non-compliance:

Ponding from effluent spread to land.

Summary of Compliance Rating System

Results reported in this snapshot reflect the compliance of each permitted activity standard or resource consent
condition, the lowest rated condition is the overall compliance level. For example a wastewater discharge consent
could have 25 conditions of which 23 are rated compliant (green), 1 is rated minor non-compliance and 1 is rated

significant non-compliance — the consent is rated significant non-compliance.
