Kainga Ora-Homes and Communities (Kainga Ora) gives notice
under section 274 of the Act that it wishes to be a party to these
proceedings, being Te Atiawa o Te Waka-a-Maui Trust v
Marlborough District Council (ENV-2020-CHC-43) (the Appeal).

(a) Volume 2, Chapter 25 - Omission of Definition: “Maori Cultural

Sites”.

(b) Volume 3, Appendix 13, Schedule 3: Sites and places of

Significance to Marlborough’s Tangata Whenua Iwi.

Specifically, Kainga Ora is concerned to ensure that any definition

and/or note which might by inserted in the Plan in response to the
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Appeal is well defined and capable of clear and certain
interpretation.
