1. The Minister of Conservation (the Minister) wishes to be a party to the 

following proceedings: 

 

1.1.1. KPF Investments Limited and United Fisheries Limited; 

1.1.2. Beleve Limited, RJ Davidson Family Trust and Treble Tree Holdings 

Limited; and 

1.1.3. Goulding Trustees Limited and Shellfish Marine Farms Limited. 

 

2. The Minister made submissions and appeared at the Council hearing on the 

proposed Marlborough Environment Plan (the Plan). 

 

3. The Minister is not a trade competitor for the purposes of section 308C or 

308CA of the Resource Management Act 1991 (RMA). 

 

4. The Minister also has an interest greater than the interest the general public 

has, specifically regarding conservation values and the implementation of the 

New Zealand Coastal Policy Statement.  

 

5. The Minister is interested in all of the proceedings, but has a particular 

interest in parts of the appeal relating to: 

 

5.1. Chapter 6, Natural Character and Chapter 7, Landscape. 

 

6. The Minister opposes the relief sought.

7. The Minister opposes the relief sought in relation to: 



7.1. the provisions of Chapters 6 and 7 in Volume 1; 

7.2. the mapping of the extent of landscapes and natural features, and natural 

character of the coastal environment and the methodology behind the 

mapping; and 

7.3. the related schedules in Appendix 1 and Appendix 2 in Volume 3.  

 

8. The reasons for opposition are that the Minister supports the Plan as decided 

by the Council in respect of the matters listed in paras 7.1 to 7.3. The Plan in 

respect of these matters was based on robust assessments using sound 

methodology and is consistent with the NZCPS. 

 

9. The Minister agrees to participate in mediation or other alternative dispute 

resolution of the proceedings.
