1. Buildings shall be designed to reduce the effects of aircraft noise in the internal
environment in accordance with the table below. Nothing in the table shall preclude a
building form having openings (e.g. windows) provided the attenuation of aircraft
noise levels are achieved when the building is in a normally closed condition.
